Surface preparation

The substrate must be clean, sound and dry. Fungus, soot and other contamination must be removed, using a
suitable cleaning agent (detergent) - window panels should be covered. The substrate's humidity level should be
maximum 6% when painted.

Substrate Surface preparation
New concrete/untreated Any form of laitance, grease or oil must be removed by use of mechanical
concrete: cleaning / sandblasting. Any constructional weaknesses must be repaired

before painting. The surface must be dry before further treatment.

Plastered surfaces: Loose plaster must be removed. Any constructional weaknesses must be
repaired before painting. New plaster should be applied according to current
standards. New plaster must be dry and should be allowed to cure before
further treatment.

Untreated bricks: Bricks must be plastered according to current standards before further
treatment. New plaster must be dry and should be allowed to cure before
further treatment.

Previously painted: Loose paint must be removed. The surface must be dry before further
treatment.

Cement fibre boards : Treat according to suppliers recommendation.

Apply JOTUN Mur Primer on all bare mineral substrates.
